Old Business:

Recruitment – Still haven’t heard any updates on possible candidates from Ahoskie PD or from OBX.  Check to see if Paul Ledbetter can get info on Ahoskie and set up a date for a meet and greet with   them.  I will contact Farrow to see what is happening down there and set up a similar ride.

Calendar and Bulletin Board – There are only four of us using the board at this time.  It is there for us to use, set up rides, comment on items etc.  It is the 21st century folks; let’s take advantage of all the work that Glenn McGinnis has done to get this up and running for us!  Remember, you need to register to write on the Bulletin Board.  Make sure you use a name that Glenn can recognize as being a BK member.  This will help him with the maintenance of the sites in blocking unwanted contacts.

I have updated the calendar with all the info I have at this time through December.


Officer Down Ride – This was a great ride on which we had 5 members attend.  It was well run and we had a beautiful day to do it in.  We were told that it will be an annual event, so I recommend we attend next years as well.  All monies go to “Concerns of Police Survivors” (COPS).

New Business:


Ride Events - Lil Brennen told the group about the upcoming Goldwing Poker Run on 4/26/09.  (placed on Calendar but need more info).  She also spoke about A “Hogfest” in Edenton on May 9.   It is supposed to have a motorcycle show. Since this fall on our monthly meeting date, it was suggested that we can have the meeting at a location in Edenton.  

I checked the web for this event to get more info, but it didn’t say anything about motorcycles at all.  It appears to be a craft show, bar-b-cue and lawn mower race.  I have not yet listed it on the calendar due to this.  If anyone else has more info or if you want to put this in as a general ride, place it on the bulletin board.  That way people can sign on to make a ride out of it.  At that time it can be decided if the meeting will be held there.

Charity Events - Discussion concerning us sponsoring some charity events was brought up by Joe Lamothe.  He suggested we pick a charity which local and in need like the ASPCA which is in dire need or Hopeline which helps battered women.


I suggested that we form a Charity Committee and Joe said he will chair it.  Jeremy Oliver, Andy Falenski and Rich Tynan volunteered to assist.  The tasks will be to:

1. Identify a charity

2. Pick the type of event to run (Ride for donations or spaghetti dinner etc.)

3. Contact other groups to advertise and assist (i.e. Red Knights, GW, FOP etc)

4. Establish press contacts and develop good PR to let people who we are.

We need everyone to chip in and help.  When the groundwork gets set up, everyone will be assigned a task to help out.

Chapter Colors – I opened discussion concerning Colors due to recent events, bad press, public perceptions and Outlaw Motorcycle Gangs (OMG).  It was a lively and interesting discussion which brought up what is used by other BK chapters, what is the history behind the Colors and their symbolism, and what identifiers were the problems.  At the end, the following was decided:
1. A later vote would be needed to make any change since no quorum was reached at present meeting for a formal vote.

2. Three choices available:

a. Leave the Colors as they are.

b. Remove the “MC”.

c. Add “LE” to the “MC” and move them between the rockers.

3. An email will be sent out to all members to vote on one of the choices which will be tallied and later voted on.  I will provide a report in two weeks as to the majority choice (4/27/09).
Along this same line it was discussed that the American Motorcycle Association (AMA) has filed a lawsuit against NY State.  This is due to law enforcements alleged “profiling” of motorcyclists who drive though the state in route to Laconia, NH bike rally.  They are accused of stopping all bikes for searches in search of OMG carrying contraband.
Atlantic City Road Trip – I advised everyone to email me their available June dates for this trip and we will pick the one that works for the majority.  We need this info by the end of next week to set up the trip which will take some time to arrange.
Myrtle Beach Fall Bike Week – Shawn Norman brought up that there is a group of various riders who will be attending fall bike week.  He has a friend who owns a hotel near the strip and can set up a block of rooms for a good rate.  If any BK members wish to go, he needs to know right away since the hotel is already getting booked up.  Check the Bulletin board and Calendar for details on the ride.  We have about 6 riders now and will likely leave on Thursday afternoon 10/1 and return on Sunday 10/4.
